Nanyuki Orphanage Home
With the opening of Kicheche Laikipia Camp in the Ol Pejeta conservancy we have now also started our Kicheche Community Trust (KCT) activities in Nanyuki, the nearest town to the camp. The Nanyuki Orphanage is in desperate need of support. Currently they have 75 kids in residence, 11 of which are still tiny babies. Most kids are either orphaned or abandoned by their parents who are unable to provide for them. The area is semi-arid and many people live in very poor conditions.

 

For December 2009 we have undertaken to re-paint the orphanage buildings so we can liven the place up. Next we will start with the first self-empowerment project; chickens. The KCT is supplying materials to do up the chicken pen and plan to purchase a dozen hens to begin with. The eggs and eventually the chickens will be a valuable free source of protein for the kids.

Overall the needs for the orphanage are great and include bursaries to pay for school fees and uniforms and general improvement of food supplies, especially baby formula. The KCT also plans to set up a play area and have toys of good quality that last.


Siyabei Orphanage Home
This newest project aims to work together with communities in Narok and the greater Mara area to provide for some of the many Masai Orphans. Unlike towns such as Nanyuki, rural areas don’t have structured orphanages. Children who lose either one or both parents are taken into the greater family structure. However for those poor families, the children are often a burden and girls especially can find themselves treated somewhat as second rate citizens.
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To provide momentum for this new project, one of Kicheches owners recently lectured at the Royal Geographical in London to an audience of 400+. His auction raised over £8,000 for the project which means that a new dormitory, vehicle and other necessities are now within reach. With the cooperation of the Siyabei Childrens Home we look to reach out to those children on the Mara Plains in need of help. Through pastoral guidance, education and financial support for bursaries, uniforms and basic food supplies we hope to improve the living standards for these young Masai.
